Dear Dr. Kozlovski:

This is a followup for Mrs. Manley with advanced renal failure, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in March.  Doing a diet.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia or abdominal pain.  Tolerating Mounjaro.  Prior diarrhea back to normal.  Some nocturia but no incontinence, infection, cloudiness or blood.  No chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND.  Does have problems of insomnia.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Bumex and losartan, anticoagulation Coumadin, insulin, cholesterol management, Mounjaro and presently off Creon.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 110s-120s/60s, by nurse 160/78.  Alert and oriented x3.  Lungs are clear.  Underlying atrial fibrillation rate less than 90, at 70.  Obesity of the abdomen.  Stable edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries July, creatinine 1.8 stable or improving and GFR 29 stage IV.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV stable.  No progression.  No symptom.  No dialysis.  Probably diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No need for bicarbonate.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Blood pressure in the office higher than at home.  Continue insulin and Mounjaro for weight reduction, cholesterol management and anticoagulation atrial fibrillation.  Tolerating losartan diuretics.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
