Dear Dr. Anderson:

This is a followup for Sharon with advanced renal failure.  Last visit in May.  Some shoulder pain.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Bipolar disorder on medications and chronic back pain.  Some radiation to the groin area.  Minor weight loss.  Eating well.  No vomiting.  Takes fiber to regulate bowel movements.  No bleeding.  Has frequency and nocturia.  No incontinence, infection, cloudiness or blood.  No edema or claudication.  Denies the use of oxygen or CPAP machine.  Denies orthopnea or PND.  No chest pain or palpitation.  Left-sided AV fistula already revised.  Minor numbness on the fingers.  No ulcers or discolor.  No weakness.
Review of Systems:  Negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Presently takes no blood pressure medications.  Remains on treatment for bipolar disorder.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure by nurse 128/69.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  No arrhythmia.  Overweight of the abdomen without ascites, tenderness or masses.  No major edema.
Labs:  Chemistries August, creatinine 2.68 slowly progressive overtime and present GFR 18 stage IV.  Electrolyte, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal.  Anemia 12.2.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV.  No symptoms and no immediate indication for dialysis.  Has an AV fistula on the left-sided with recent radiation.  Has not required blood pressure treatment.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Present potassium and acid base normal.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Prior ultrasound no obstruction or urinary retention.  Incidental fatty liver.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in the next 4 to 6 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
