Mr. Henderson was seen today for face-to-face evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 68-year-old gentleman, on hospice with hypertensive heart disease, chronic renal disease, CHF, COPD, diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, chronic pain, peripheral vascular disease, status post amputation right knee, status post amputation below the knee on the right side and left side. He is wheelchair bound. He lives with his significant other. The patient continues to be ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. His caretaker tells me that he is eating less and he is not interested in life as he was. He had a recent hospitalization with congestive heart failure and volume overload. His MAC is 24.5 in the left arm. He gets short of breath with activity, currently belongs in the New York Heart Association class III. PPS is at 40%. The patient is showing decline in his hospice diagnosis and once again required hospitalization in June related to fluid overload and atherosclerotic heart disease and congestive heart failure. His caretaker tells me sometimes he gets confused and needs to be redirected as well. He requires his pain medication around-the-clock. 
The patient recently was hospitalized with lower extremity edema, shortness of breath, and worsening CHF on or about 07/21/2025.

Given the natural progression of his disease, the patient has less than six months to live.
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
