This is a 69-year-old gentleman who is seen today for face-to-face evaluation. He is currently on hospice with hypertensive heart disease associated with heart failure, COPD, atherosclerotic heart disease, peripheral vascular disease, obesity, spinal stenosis, status post knee replacement bilaterally, coronary artery stent placement, weakness, and diabetes. He continues to smoke. He has sleep apnea related to his obesity and right sided heart failure causing edema of the lower extremities. His PPS is at 40%. His son Derrick tells me that he is very short of breath. Even walking a few steps causes him to be short of breath. That puts him in New York Heart Association class IV. He is short of breath even at rest, gets worsened with walking. He has pedal edema. His O2 saturation on room air is at 92%, MAC is at 31.6. He has bouts of incontinence, requires help with all ADLs per son Derrick. He continues to show decline regarding his hypertensive heart disease with decreased activity, decreased exercise tolerance, and shortness of breath which interferes with basically any kind of activity. That is the reason he wears a diaper because he has a hard time getting to the bathroom most of the time. Overall prognosis continues to be poor. 
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
