Mr. Aldape required an emergency visit today because of severe itching. This is an 80-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with Parkinson’s disease, confusion, with frequent falls, aspiration syndrome, choking spells, weight loss, decreased weight, and history of coronary artery disease. The patient was evaluated for a maculopapular rash over his trunk, his back and his neck which causes severe itching. The patient also has dementia. Because of his dementia, he has been using numerous things including Listerine and Windex to help with his itching. His daughter-in-law is quite concerned about this.
His medications were reviewed. No new medications have been added. His past medical history reviewed. He also suffers from NASH, hypertension, COPD, alcohol abuse, tobacco abuse, and renal insufficiency. The rash may be related to worsening his kidney function. I have recommended Atarax 50 mg q.8h. and hydrocortisone cream because “he likes to rub things on himself” per his daughter-in-law. There have been no new medications. There is no evidence of allergic reaction. His PPS is at 40%. His MAC is at 28 cm left arm. We will reevaluate the patient’s rash after usage of Atarax and hydrocortisone cream in the next 24-48 hours. Findings were discussed with family at the time of evaluation.
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
