The patient is here for suture removal following hitting head, left forehead with suturing, with CT and x-rays done in hospital without findings, alert, without loss of consciousness or changed mental state.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Within normal limits.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: Healed laceration to the left anterolateral forehead x2 cm with slight dehiscence inferior laceration 3 mm with slight gaping. Remainder of physical exam including: Extremities: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Lungs: Within normal limits. Heart: Within normal limits. Abdomen: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Followup laceration to forehead.
PLAN: Sutures were removed with Steri-Strips placed 7 days ago. Follow up as needed to monitor head injury with PCP or here.
