FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 110/73.

Pulse 76.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.6.

RIGHT AXILLA: Tender raised lesions and erythematous. No bleeding or discharge. There is no fluctuance.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis. She has normal bowel sounds. No tenderness to palpation.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Hidradenitis suppurativa, right axilla.

2. Pain in the right axilla.

PLAN: The patient was offered I&D and she declined. She states she does not want to have incision and drainage. She states she would like to try some pills now. She will do conservative approach namely warm compress and will return if she gets worse.
She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
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
