RIGHT EAR: Erythematous and edematous external ear canal. TM is dull with effusion. Effusion appears purulent. TM also is erythematous.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

2. Right ear pain.

PLAN: The patient was sent home with the following medication: Amoxicillin 875 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20. He was advised to continue ear drops he received from another provider.
