His weight started around 220 pounds. He also suffers from hypertension, diabetes, gouty arthritis, skin cancer, and hyperlipidemia.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As above.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Neck surgery and spine surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Currently, his medications only include allopurinol and Mounjaro.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. Doing fantastic with his medication, the weight loss feels amazing.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 186 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 97. Respiratory rate 16. Pulse 50. Blood pressure 132/63.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: Evidence of poison ivy about the lower extremities.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. History of diabetes, doing quite well.
2. Gout, stable.
3. Hypertension, stable.
4. On minimal medication.
5. Check blood work to make sure that he does not need to restart any of his medication.
6. Blood sugars have been stable at home.

7. Poison ivy.

8. Dexamethasone 10 mg now.

9. Follow with Medrol Dosepak.

10. He will come in for fasting blood sugar when he wants to next week.
