Dear Dr. Widman:

This is a followup for Sara who has neurogenic bladder.  Follow urology Dr. Witskey, underlying cerebral palsy, injection of Botox every six months just done few days ago.  No complications.  Good urine output.  No cloudiness or blood.  No fever or abdominal back pain.  Chronic nausea.  No vomiting.  No blood or melena.  No chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  No blood pressure treatment.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure runs well controlled.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No abdominal back tenderness.  No major edema.
Labs:  Recent chemistries August, creatinine 1.17, baseline 0.7 to 0.9.  She has done these isolated high numbers.  Normal electrolytes.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  GFR 59.  Mild anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  Obstructive uropathy, Foley catheter and Botox injection.  Monitor chemistries.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Mild anemia, no EPO treatment.  Chemistries stable.  Prior phosphorus not elevated.  No binders.  Blood pressure no treatment.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
