Dear Dr. Powers:
This is a followup for Mr. Menzel with advanced renal failure.  Last visit in March.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Evaluated in the emergency room for palpitations.  Negative workup and negative Holter monitor.  Have seen cardiology Pacis.  It is my understanding stress testing was negative.  He has lost weight.  Three small meals a day.  No vomiting.  No dysphagia or diarrhea.  No changes in urination.  No claudication symptoms or edema.  No chest pain, orthopnea or PND.  Has PSA, but he is not interested on diagnostic or treatment workup.
Labs:  Chemistries show worsening creatinine presently 2.5 and GFR 25 stage IV.  There is anemia, large red blood cells macrocytosis.  Normal white blood cell, electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  Progressive chronic kidney disease versus acute change stage IV.  No symptoms and no dialysis.  Has elevated PSA suggestive of prostate cancer this very well could represent a component of urinary retention.  Ultrasound to be done.  Imaging few years back was negative normal.  There is anemia macrocytosis.  No EPO treatment today.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus are appropriate.  Underlying T-cell lymphoma.  Continue present regimen.  All issues discussed.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
