Dear Dr. Holly:
This is a followup for Gloria with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in March.  It is my understanding she was transferred to Lansing diagnosis of E. coli sepsis, biliary obstruction, status post stent apparently malignancy to follow with oncology Karmanos Brothers.  Bilirubin back to normal.  Chronic back pain not related to above procedures.  10-pound weight loss.  Poor appetite.  Presently no nausea or vomiting.  Constipation no bleeding.  Takes MiraLax stool softeners.  Prior history of urinary tract infection including pseudomonas.
Review of Systems:  I did other review of system being negative.  She denies stroke, heart attack, DVT or blood transfusion in the hospital.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight presently Norvasc, for urinary tract infection when she is not symptomatic she takes for prophylaxis methenamine and presently off metoprolol.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 136 and blood pressure 128/60 on the right-sided.  No blood pressure on the left-sided, which is a prior breast cancer.  Lungs are distant clear.  No gross arrhythmia or pericardial rub.  No abdominal distention or tenderness.  No major edema or focal deficits.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries September 3, elevated platelet count.  Anemia 9.2.  Low-sodium.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Normal calcium and albumin.  Elevated transaminases alkaline phosphatase.  Bilirubin back to normal.  GFR 52.  High ferritin.  Low iron saturation.  Normal phosphorus.
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Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable, no progression.  Hyponatremia represents free water.  Do not increase water intake.  A diagnosis of biliary cancer at the level of the head of the pancreas.  Oncology to see.  Presently no need for phosphorus binders.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Does have anemia, but will refer to oncology for management given the active cancer.  Blood pressure presently stable.  Tolerating Norvasc and off beta-blockers.  All issues discussed at length and I reviewed all records from Lansing.  Prolong visit.

All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
