Dear Dr. Maddie:
This is a followup for Tammy with partial nephrectomy left-sided, renal cancer and chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in March.  There is left-sided parotid enlargement for the last six months that needs to be addressed affecting to some extent her chewing ability although weight and appetite remain stable.  There is no nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  There is constipation, no bleeding.  She also has noticed gross hematuria for the last nine months off and on basis without any pain.  No fever.  No urgency.  Has seen gynecology nothing suspicious.  No gross edema.  No claudication.  Stable dyspnea.  Uses inhalers.  No oxygen.  Was treated for bilateral pneumonia in May at McLaren.  Never smoked.  Is not drinking more than 25 years.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Xarelto, lisinopril and Inderal.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 210 and blood pressure runs high.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No abdominal tenderness.  No masses.  No back tenderness.  Presently no edema.
Labs:  Chemistries September, creatinine is normal.  Mild degree of anemia close to normal.  Electrolytes normal.  Elevated bicarbonate.  Normal albumin and calcium.  GFR better than 60.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Hypertension continue to monitor.  No changes on medications today.  Has preserved kidney function with normal potassium levels, not symptomatic.  Prior imaging of the kidneys, which is 2023.  There is cyst but no obstruction and no urinary retention.  Continue to monitor on that.

2. Gross hematuria.  Needs urological evaluation probably cystoscopy.  Cannot assume this is related anticoagulation Xarelto all the renal cysts.

3. Parotid mass needs to be assessed.  All issues discussed at length with the patient and husband.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
