Dear Dr. Willie:
This is a followup for Mr. Wade he goes by Don.  Last visit in March.  Chronic kidney disease.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Evaluated in the emergency room for chest pain negative workup.  Some findings of inflammatory arthritis.  Stress testing was negative although ejection fraction is decreased.  Hard of hearing.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, bleeding or changes in urination.  Presently no chest pain.  No cough or sputum production.  No orthopnea or PND.  Some memory issues.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I am going to highlight the Norvasc, medications for dementia, hydralazine, nitrates, metoprolol and bicarbonate replacement.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 181 and blood pressure by nurse 103/64.  Lungs are clear distant.  No gross arrhythmia.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  No major edema.  Hard of hearing.  Normal speech.  Some rigidity, but no tremors.  Some mask faces.
Labs:  Chemistries creatinine 2.04, which is baseline representing GFR 33 stage IIIB.  Low sodium concentration.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, stable, no progression.  No dialysis.  The right kidney has been removed by surgery and the left-sided was no obstruction.  There was some degree of urinary retention close to abnormal anything more than 250 significant, he was 227.  He has enlargement of the prostate.  The low sodium represents free water.  We discussed about restricting.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  Present potassium and acid base normal.  Nutrition and calcium are normal.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Continue bicarbonate replacement.  Continue present blood pressure medicines.  Presently not on ACE inhibitors or ARBs.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
