CC: General followup.
HPI: A 75-year-old female with hemiparesis/hemiplegia secondary to CVA. She was in her room lying in bed, alert and interactive. The patient proceeded to tell me that staff had told her that I had discontinued her medications after my last visit, which had been about a week prior and after a few days and her probing it was clarified that none of her medications had been discontinued, so I am not sure what happened there, but we will look into it. She went by her report three days without medication. Today, she stated things are okay except that she has had an increase in gas and bloating as a result. Looking at her medications from before, I told her that she does have simethicone, but it is written in a way such as she has to request it. I then suggested that I write it as an order to be given prior to each meal rather than having to ask and/or wait. She is agreeable with that.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Increased gas and bloating. Simethicone 80 mg tablet to be given with each meal t.i.d. a.c.
2. Pain management appears adequate with the current Norco 5 mg t.i.d. Continue with that current schedule.
