CC: Followup on skin issues.
HPI: The patient is a 96-year-old female who is wheelchair-bound propels herself around in her manual wheelchair. She is up all through the day does not lie down until it is bedtime and even then it takes effort to get her to go to bed instead of sleeping in her wheelchair. The patient has developed a sore on her right leg posterior area and she is followed by Valir Hospice and they been providing wound care. It is currently wrapped as they did wound care on 09/03. The patient states that it bothers her at times but not consistently. When I asked how she gets in and out of her wheelchair she states she gets herself in and out so she has been self transferring without any fall.

DIAGNOSES: Wheelchair bound due to polyarthritis, HTN, HLD, insomnia, anxiety/depression, atrial fibrillation on Eliquis, and hypothyroid.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 08/12 note.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

ALLERGIES: CLINDAMYCIN, ENALAPRIL and CELEBREX.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is chronically ill appearing older female seated in her wheelchair.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 128/75, pulse 77, temperature 97.0, respirations 18, O2 saturation 98%, and weight 150 pounds.

HEENT: She keeps her hair up in a turban. Wears corrective lenses. Nares patent. She tends to have a runny nose. Moist oral mucosa.

NECK: Supple.

CARDIOVASCULAR: She has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She can propel her manual wheelchair using arms, feet, and can self transfer. She will ask for help if she think she needs. No recent falls. Right lower extremity sore on the back of her leg it is currently wrapped.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Her speech is clear. She voices her need. She tends to understand what is said to her at times she is hard of hearing so ihave to speak loud for her. Affect can be congruent with situation.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Right leg open wound. Continue with wound care through Valir Hospice who follows patient and for pain the patient has Norco 5/325 mg h.s. and p.r.n. and she is able to ask for it.

2. BPSD. The patient about the past month had been having just some increased irritability and agitation and directing her annoyance at other residents and staff talking to her she acknowledged it but justified it and this was unable to stop on her own so ABH gel was ordered and she has been receiving it at 8 a.m., noon, and 5 p.m. and it has been of significant help and will continue.
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
