HPI: An 89-year-old gentleman seen in his room. The patient is pleasant and generally quiet, will give brief answers to basic questions and tends to spend time in his room by himself watching TV. He will come out for meals. He is cooperative with staff when it comes to personal care and taking medications.

DIAGNOSES: DM II, centrilobular emphysema, chronic seasonal allergies, AAA, BPH, gait instability, uses a walker and MCI.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 08/15.

ALLERGIES: MOTRIN and PLAVIX.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated comfortably and he had no complaints.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 142/76, pulse 76, temperature 97.8, respirations 18, O2 saturation 98%, and weighs 156 pounds, which is a 4-pound weight loss.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Decreased bibasilar lung fields secondary to emphysema. No cough and symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: He has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

NEURO: He is alert and oriented x2-3. Speech is clear. He voices needs. He tends to be soft-spoken.

SKIN: Dry. He has some senile keratosis scattered with dryness.

PSYCHIATRIC: He generally is very calm, but will make his needs known as they occur.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Gait instability. The patient requests therapy so order for PT through Select Therapy Group is ordered.
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
