This is an 84-year-old gentleman, currently on hospice with history of atherosclerotic heart disease with native coronary arteries without angina. The patient was given the option of cardiac catheterization because of his worsening heart condition, but had refused earlier this year and subsequently chose hospice.

The patient also suffers from atherosclerotic heart disease, debilitation, atrial fibrillation, and hypertension.

The patient’s blood pressure is stable today at 145/68, pulse is 90, and respirations 22 with an O2 saturation of 95% on room air. The patient was found to be somewhat weak. He has no lower extremity edema. He is debilitated. He has decreased appetite. His MAC is hovering around 28 cm with no significant change. He has decreased exercise tolerance. His KPS is at 40%. He does not use oxygen. He still has symptoms of orthopnea and PND at times at night and complains of weakness related to his heart disease as well as his atrial fibrillation, which has a tendency to rob patients of 5 to 10% of their cardiac output. His activity level is affected with decreased exercise tolerance and shortness of breath with increased activity.
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
