HISTORY: This is a 91-year-old gentleman here with cough. The patient stated this has been going on for approximately three days or more. He stated he has been using over-the-counter medication with no improvement.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient endorses chills. He endorses myalgia. He states his cough is productive of green sputum.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 146/76.

Pulse is 59.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.9.
RESPIRATORY: Poor inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. He has inspiratory and expiratory crackles heard diffusely, but worse in the right middle lobe region. No use of accessory muscles. No rhonchi. No rales.
ABDOMEN: Soft. Nontender. No organomegaly. No guarding. Normal bowel sounds.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

RIGHT SHOULDER: The patient reports some tenderness in his right shoulder. Physical exam is unremarkable. No discomfort with range of motion. There is some mild grating with movement.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Cough.
2. Rhonchi.
3. Pneumonia.
4. Shoulder degenerative joint disease.

PLAN: Chest x-ray was done in the clinic today. Chest x-ray reveals poor inspiratory effort and there appears to be infiltrate in the right middle of region small. Bony structures are normal.
The patient received the following medication in the clinic. The patient received nebulizer treatment consisting of Atrovent and albuterol x1. He was also given Rocephin 1 g IM. He was observed in the clinic for approximately 25 minutes, then reevaluated, he reports feeling much better and is comfortable being discharged. He was strongly encouraged to come back to the clinic if worse or to go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
He was sent home with the following medications:
1. Tessalon 100 mg one p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days #30.
2. Levofloxacin 500 mg one p.o. daily for five days.
3. Mobic 7.5 mg one p.o. daily for 14 days.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
