ADDENDUM #1: The patient calls in today to go over his blood work. This is a 60-year-old gentleman who has been on testosterone for the past 10-15 years. He quit taking his testosterone a few months ago; he wants to know where he is at. His level was 225 after it was rechecked twice.

We talked about our goal is to get his testosterone back to _______ to 700.

We talked about supplements and we talked about outright testosterone supplementation. His PSA is within normal limits. He has chosen to take testosterone cypionate 1 mL equals 200 mg every two weeks that is the right dose for him in the past and we will recheck his testosterone level in three to four months, check a PSA and then check a CBC to see where he is at with polycythemia because that has been an issue in the past. Again, he has been on testosterone 10 or 15 years and he would like for us to take care of it here through this clinic. I told him that he has to get the prescription, take it to a pharmacy and the pharmacy will give him the medication and he states he wife is going to give him the injections at home.
This is our decision after much discussion and three phone calls and wanted it to be documented well.
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
