He feels like the cough that he is having now may partially be responsible secondary to lisinopril, which I think is a good idea to give him a trial on a different medication. I switched him from lisinopril to Norvasc/amlodipine 5 mg at bedtime to see how he does. He will check his blood pressure on a daily basis to make sure it is working for him. I told him about taking it in the evening, so he will not have the swelling of the lower extremity and he is going to start exercising, losing weight, and get back on his testosterone.
