A:
Status post fall, hypertension, atrial fibrillation, NIDDM, chronic systolic CHF, Alzheimer’s dementia, and pacemaker.
P:
The patient is admitted Skilled Nursing Facility because he was not able to take care of himself.  He is DNR.  He is hemodynamically stable.  Significant amount of time was spent during admission including reviewing old medical records, reviewing plan of care with nursing and rehab team.  We will continue to watch him closely.
