The patient is being seen for face-to-face today. This will be shared with the hospice medical director. He is currently in his second benefit period which ends 09/30/2025.

James is being evaluated today for a face-to-face visit. This is a 75-year-old gentleman with a hospice diagnosis of protein-calorie malnutrition, also suffers from diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, hyperlipidemia, hypertensive heart disease, kidney disease stage IIIB, osteoarthritis causing low back pain, spinal stenosis, history of bradycardia, muscle weakness, and atherosclerotic heart disease. The patient was seen today at a different location because his current house is under construction. He is at 251 Calloway. I have made a few attempts at the old location to see him, but I have not been successful. Nevertheless, I found him to be weak, short of breath with severe debility, decreased weight, his muscle weakness and muscle wasting. The patient requires help with all ADL including bathing, dressing, toileting ad medication reminder. As a matter of fact, with his move, he has been alone a lot and his blood pressure is quite elevated at 151/99; this was brought to the caregiver’s attention and they are going to find his medication right away. His MAC is at 27.5 which is 4.5 cm down from 32 cm. The patient continues to smoke and does not want to quit smoking. The patient’s O2 saturation is at 95% on room air, which drops dramatically with just taking a few steps consistent with severe atherosclerotic heart disease and lung disease. The patient has a PPS score of 50%, MAC is 27.5 left arm as was stated. He does have “leaky bladder” as he puts it and would like to wear a diaper when it is available, but he cannot remember where he left his diapers; without that, he has trouble soiling his pants and has to walk around with wet pants which is a huge problem. Review of the records shows decreased weight, weakness, tiredness, increased fatigue, and rather quick reduction in his MAC just compared to a month ago. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
