HISTORY: This is a 65-year-old female here for followup. Ms. Sevilla stated she was seen here on 08/29/2025 had a physical exam and labs and ultrasound, is here to review those results. She states that since her last visit, she has had no need to seek medical, psychological, surgical or emergency care and today states she has no complaints.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 95% at room air.

Blood pressure is 127/69.

Pulse is 68.

Respirations are 18.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Vitamin D insufficiency.
2. Diabetes.
3. Hypertension.
4. Gastroesophageal reflux disease.
5. Hypercholesterolemia.
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PLAN: The patient’s labs were reviewed. Cholesterol are normal. Glucose is mildly elevated to 112 versus normal at 99. The patient and I had a lengthy discussion about glucose control. We talked about lifestyle management and lifestyle changes to engage into with her current glucose level; it is not to the point where we need to add any other medication right now.
Vitamin D is 29. I will start the patient on vitamin D, which will be vitamin D3 50,000 units; she will take one weekly for 90 days #12. She was educated on vitamin D and the importance of vitamin D. She states she understands and will comply with her medication.
She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
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
