This patient was seen for the sole purpose of a face-to-face evaluation today. The results of this evaluation will be shared with the medical director of the hospice company. The patient currently is in his ninth benefit period.
The patient is a 103-year-old black gentleman who lives at home with the help of caretaker and provider services. The patient is currently on hospice with unspecified severe protein-calorie malnutrition. He has lost at least 15 pounds in the past 60 days. His MAC is at 19.5 cm. He started with a MAC of 21 in March 2025. He is bowel and bladder incontinent. His meals have to be provided for him. He is able to walk from his couch to his bed, but with much difficulty. He has a PPS score of 50% at this time. He is oriented to person. At this time, the patient was visited in the early evening hours. The caretaker feels like part of the reason for his confusion is because it is evening and his confusion gets much worse in the evening. The patient has bouts of confusion, weakness, and debilitation. Today, I found his blood pressure to be 140/88, O2 saturation 96%. His appetite is quite low. He repeats the same thing over and over. The patient’s weight loss is deemed to be unavoidable and he will continue to lose weight. His oral intake is down to about 20% of the meals at this time with child-like appetite. The patient requires help with walking. He is at high risk of fall. He continues to eat less and continues to lose weight. He has severe protein-calorie malnutrition and muscle wasting in the lower extremities. He does not appear to be depressed as the cause of his appetite. Nevertheless, overall prognosis remains poor and he most likely has less than six months to live with the decline that is noted in his MAC and his protein-calorie deficiency status as well as his muscle wasting. 
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
