This is an 80-year-old woman who was seen for the purpose of a face-to-face evaluation today. The patient is going into her __________ benefit period. The results of this will be shared with the hospice medical director as well.

The patient is an 80-year-old woman who lives alone with the help of family members and provider services. The patient is on hospice with a history of Alzheimer’s disease. She also has hypertension, severe protein-calorie malnutrition. She has lost at least 10 pounds. She probably weighs about 70 pounds or less at this time. Her MAC is at 22.5 cm. Her PPS is at 40%. She is quite confused. She has FAST score of 7A. When I arrived, the patient was in the garage looking for two people that were sitting in her car. I opened the car door and showed her that there was no one in the garage nor in the car. The patient would not believe me. She then started walking outside to the driveway, talking to a neighbor that was going for a walk, asking the neighbor why he was walking her dog and he stated that “Rosa, your dog died years ago; this is my dog; you know that; you see me every day.” I am giving you these examples of she definitely needs intervention by Social Work and to discuss the patient’s living situation with family member because this is becoming quite unsafe for her to live alone. The patient of course is bowel and bladder incontinent; she smells of urine and she has severe protein-calorie malnutrition indicated by weight loss, decreased weight, temporal wasting, lower extremity wasting, and upper arm wasting, muscle wasting throughout her body. The patient’s findings were also discussed with the neighbor who tells me that family shows up and brings her supply from time to time and she has the help of provider services apparently. She is total ADL dependent and as I said bowel and bladder incontinent.      
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
