CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is here for followup now with increased coughing and postnasal drainage with discomfort in the upper chest with coughing. Also, described purulent postnasal drip through her nose into back of throat.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As before, see medical records. She has a history of liver transplant.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Scheduled to have cardiac valve surgery of stomach because of chronic hiatal hernia with regurgitation, secondary esophagitis with GI surgeon and gastroenterologist next week to be canceled.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Without change or acute abnormality. Extremities: Without change or acute abnormality. Neurological: Without change or acute abnormality. Skin: Without change or acute abnormality.

IMPRESSION: Sinusitis and bronchitis with reflux esophagitis, post liver transplant.
PLAN: The patient was treated with repeat injections of Rocephin and dexamethasone with prescription for Biaxin 500 mg to take for two weeks with repeat dose pack. To follow up with GI for rescheduling the planned surgery and follow up here as needed. Continue routine care.
