CC: Initial contact.
HPI: A 75-year-old gentleman who was walking down the hall and stopped me as I was passing him and told me that he was having a really bad cold and cough though his speech sounded clear and there was no cough throughout the time that he had stopped me. The patient stated he was afraid he was going to get pneumonia and wanted some antibiotic to hurry up and get rid of it. So, he asked that I examine him right there in the mid-hallway and I said if it does not bother you then we will just go ahead and do it.

DIAGNOSES: Hemiparesis following CVA, hyperlipidemia, hypertension, diabetes mellitus type II, and gout

ALLERGIES: BENADRYL, ALLEGRA, MELOXICAM, and PSEUDOEPHEDRINE.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

MEDICATIONS: Allopurinol 100 mg q.d., alogliptin 25 mg tablet one tablet q.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Lipitor 40 mg h.s., Basaglar Kwikpen 39 units h.s., Colace one capsule h.s., diclofenac gel to affected joints q.12h., Cymbalta 30 mg q.d., gabapentin 400 mg t.i.d., Jardiance 25 mg q.d., Lexapro 5 mg q.d., Linzess 145 mcg q.d., melatonin 3 mg two tablets h.s., Protonix 40 mg q.d., Plavix q.d., Proscar one tablet q.d., Flomax one capsule q.d., B-complex, and vitamin q.d.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert but somewhat demanding gentlemen who requested to be seen.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 132/76, pulse 81, temperature 97.4, respirations 18, and O2 saturation 96%.

NEURO: He is alert and oriented x2 has to reference for date and time. Speech is clear. He can be somewhat demanding asked questions gave information and understood at least he stated what was said as far as treatment.

HEENT: Conjunctivae clear. Nares patent. No evidence of runny nose. Negative ear tongue, bilateral ear tag.

RESPIRATORY: He had a normal effort and rate. Lung fields were clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulating independently. Moved limbs in a normal range of motion.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: The patient was convinced that he has respiratory infection that if not treated will get worse and create pneumonia. I told him this time only will I treat him empirically without evidence of symptoms and that going forward it will be me needing to make a diagnosis. So, Z-PAK is ordered with instructions for use and Robitussin DM 10 mL q.6h. routine for three days and p.r.n. x2 weeks thereafter and then can discontinue.
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
