CC: Increased confusion.
HPI: The patient is an 89-year-old female with a history of an acute ischemic stroke into the category of vascular dementia and it appears that her baseline is now in the staging process. I met her walking down the hallway toward her room and she was telling me that she could not find her room key that she did know what she can do she had the room key hanging from a little bracelet that they give the residence around her right wrist. I had her look at that and she looked at it and said that do you think that is it and I said well lets try it on your door and lo and behold it did work, but her door had been left unlocked anyway. So I went over with her that bright blue wristlet holds apartment key and just to set it next to you on the night stand so we get up in the morning it is there and the other thing is she just starts rambling into her apartment and she is walking around holding a hearing aid and I asked her if she had the mate to that hearing aid and she looked at me blankly like she did notice talking about and she said she was looking for the little suitcase that it goes in she has a chargers set up along with where she charges some of her storybooks she states and a laptop. So I told her I was putting the hearing aids on the charger and just told her to leave them alone till in the morning and then someone would be able to come and help her put them on but she had already gotten into and put one in your ears so she said she could hear the television. I spoke to staff about how she was this evening and they said that that is a new change that every evening it is just a struggle to get her to go to her room and stay there she keeps coming in and out with a new need or something else is wrong and will stay up till 10 o’clock roaming and pacing.

OTHER DIAGNOSES: CAD, LVH, hypertension, macular degeneration, hypothyroid, and GERD.
ALLERGIES: SULFA, CODEINE and ASA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.
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MEDICATIONS: Eliquis 2.5 mg b.i.d., Norvasc 5 mg q.d., levothyroxine 88 mcg one q.d., lorazepam 0.5 mg one tablet q.d., 1 mg Ativan at h.s., losartan 25 mg q.d., Hiprex 1 g one tablet b.i.d., PreserVision one capsule b.i.d., and Seroquel will be started on 09/11 at 12.5 mg h.s.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Staff is telling me that patient is up all night. She fights going to sleep and will allow them to take her back to her room and then within 15 minutes she is already back into the dining room and she does not take her walker with her she is steadily just walking unsteady and then also wants to manipulate the staff into all go to bed if you call my son for me and let me talk to him and I told her we were not doing that it is time for you to go and rest because she looks like she is worn out. I also told her that people fall when they are tired and have not gotten adequate rest and falling could be quite serious for her. I am looking at her musculoskeletal why she looks like she is lost another couple of pounds maybe still weighing 90 pounds if that much. We will see how she does after the new dose of Seroquel at h.s.
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
