HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 8-month-old baby comes in today with fever since Saturday; today is Monday by the way. No nausea or vomiting. I see the child eating, smiling and playing with me. Definitely, not toxic appearing. The patient is definitely teething few teeth at a time. Today, COVID, flu and RSV are all negative.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
Mother had a very easy labor. This is her first pregnancy. She is formula feeding as well as breast-feeding. The patient does have a history of chronic eczema on the face, arms, and the body that appeared a few weeks ago; as a matter of fact, their PCP sent him to the emergency room because she wanted to make sure these were not bruises. The workup was consistent with eczema. No evidence of bruising. No evidence of abuse. This was already reported to the CPS and I am going to render an opinion at the end of this note as well.
MEDICATIONS: Ibuprofen.
ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: In the process.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No one smokes around the child. No one abuses the child; I know the family well. There is no evidence of abuse or misuse or any other issues going on with the family or child.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Baby is alert and awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 24 pounds. Temperature 98.7. Pulse 104. O2 sat 100%.

HEENT: TMs are clear. Posterior pharynx is clear. Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No meningismus. No lymphadenopathy noted.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
SKIN: Rash consistent with eczema, fading on the arms, on the torso, but still present on the face.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. As far as the febrile illness is concerned, this is exactly what it is, most likely a viral febrile illness.

2. Cannot rule out low-grade temperature related to teething.

3. Continue with Tylenol and Motrin, supportive care.

4. Mother and father are quite versed in handling this and they are doing a good job.

5. COVID, strep, flu and RSV all negative.

6. As far as the rash is concerned, it is very much consistent with rash of eczema. I recommended using breast milk and, for augmentation, use goat milk and stay away from other formulas and chemicals.

7. There is no evidence of abuse.

8. The bruises on the torso which made Dr. Batista call the pediatrician proved to be related to the patient’s eczema and I do not see any evidence of bruising and/or abuse. This is the opinion of this examiner and I ask the family to ask for a copy of today’s note and render that to CPS as well as to help them resolve this case as soon as possible.
