HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 57-year-old woman, came in on Friday, 09/12/2025 with cough, congestion, sore throat, and not feeling well. She had an abnormal chest x-ray in that she had an elevated right diaphragm. We signed her paperwork to get the previous CT scan from a few months ago, but that has not come in yet. Over the weekend, she was on Z-PAK, Medrol Dosepak and she received Rocephin and Decadron on Friday.
She states that she is not feeling better. She feels like she cannot catch any air. She does have history of chronic leg pain, but no swelling or redness. No pelvic pain reported. No history of pulmonary embolus reported.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hyperlipidemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Partial hysterectomy, cholecystectomy, appendectomy, foot surgery, shoulder surgery, arm surgery, and knee surgery.

ALLERGIES: TORADOL and NUTS.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. Last period in 2009.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake. She is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 221 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 97.8. Respiratory rate 20. Pulse 65. Blood pressure 159/90.

HEENT: TMs are clear. Oral mucosa without any lesion.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows no edema, clubbing or cyanosis.

SKIN: No rash.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Because of abnormal chest x-ray, she deserves a CT ASAP.

2. She was given a breathing treatment with partial response with albuterol 2.5 mg. Subsequently, the patient was sent to the emergency room for a CT now with a note stating that please evaluate the patient with increased shortness of breath, increased cough, no response to meds Z-PAK and Medrol.

3. Vital signs are stable.
4. Please consider CT of the chest.
5. Chest x-ray, no pneumonia on 09/12/2025.
6. She will call us back or return for followup when she leaves the emergency room.
