Dear Mr. Bauzin:
This is a followup Mr. Spence with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in March.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Gross hematuria apparently related to being inflammatory changes uncircumcised.  Has follow vascular surgeon from prior endovascular repair aortic aneurysm in 2021.  Yearly ultrasound no leakage.  Continue aspirin and cholesterol management.  Blood pressure control and avoiding quinolones.  Has not required any oxygen.  Edema on compression stockings.  He walks 5 miles a day.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight Norvasc, Cardura, Lasix and losartan for blood pressure.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure by nurse 118/56.  He is obese, 249 pounds.  Hard of hearing.  Wife is accompanied.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Overweight.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  Compression stockings.  Stable edema.
Labs:  Chemistries September; creatinine 1.7 and GFR 38 stage IIIB.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms likely related to hypertensive nephrosclerosis although kidney size is normal without obstruction.  No severe urinary retention.  Has simple bilateral renal cysts.  Blood pressure well controlled.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No anemia.  Recommendations vascular surgeon review with the patient and wife.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
