Dear Mrs. Geitman:

This is a followup for Roy with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in February.  I did an extensive review of system being negative.  He enjoyed spring summertime when he is able to prepare and show his all cars.  He has gained weight as son’s girlfriend is doing nicely cooking.  He presently takes no medications, occasionally Claritin or nasal spray Afrin.
Physical Examination:  Today weight 158 and blood pressure 124/88.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.  He is hard of hearing.
Labs:  Chemistries from August, creatinine 1.24 he has been running in the 1.4 to 1.7.  Present GFR will be in the upper 50s one of his best.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  No prior kidney without obstruction or urinary retention.  Takes no blood pressure medications.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No binders.  No change diet for potassium or bicarbonate replacement.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Plan to see him back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
