Dear Stacey:
This is a followup Mr. Barnes with renal cysts, low level of albumin, history of diabetes, hepatitis C and neck pain, which is chronic.  Taking Tylenol.  No antiinflammatory agents.  No localized upper or lower extremity weakness.  No compromise of bowel or urine.  Off and on has nausea, sometimes with vomiting but no bleeding.  No changes in urination.  Presently no smoking cigarettes although he smokes weed.  Presently no alcohol.
Review of Systems:  Other review of systems negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Jardiance, metformin, insulin, Seroquel and metoprolol.
Physical Examination:  Present blood pressure 122/74 and weight 233 pounds.  Multiple tattoos.  No respiratory distress.  Distant breath sounds but no localized rales or wheezes.  No pleural effusion.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries October a year ago, normal kidney function.  At that time urine no activity for blood, protein or cells.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium, phosphorus and PTH.  We will update chemistries.
Assessment and Plan:  Diabetes.  Last blood test everything normal.  If this remains like that no need for renal follow up.  Continue Jardiance among other diabetes medications.  Prior hepatitis C that was treated and no evidence of chronic liver disease.  All issues discussed with the patient and family member.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
