Dear Dr. Ludwig:
This is a followup for Melanie with chronic kidney disease, diabetes and hypertension.  Last visit in March.  No hospital emergency room.  I did an extensive review of system being negative.  Also denies smoking or alcohol.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Beta-blockers, clonidine, losartan, on bronchodilators, tolerating Ozempic and cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 168 stable and blood pressure by nurse 122/76.  No respiratory distress.  Alert and oriented x3.  An aortic systolic murmur appears regular.  Lungs are clear.  No pleural effusion or consolidation.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries September, creatinine 1.3, which is baseline for many years and GFR 43 stage IIIB.  Low sodium.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Anemia 12.7.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Minor low sodium.  Does not require any further changes.  Represents free water.  No need for EPO treatment.  Present potassium is normal.  Acid base normal.  Nutrition and calcium normal.  Continue present regimen.  Tolerating ARB losartan full dose.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
