HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents again to the clinic for the third week in a row complaining of vague stomach pain. He has eaten. He has defecated. No changes. No concerns. He has continued to eat and defecate without any concerns. He has no pain or discomfort upon palpation. He has not followed up with his PCP and mother is not giving him anything for the discomfort at this time.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Benign exam.
GENERAL APPEARANCE: Well child, awake and alert, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds active in all four quadrants. Negative straight leg raise. Negative guarding. Negative rebound. No ascites found.
SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.

ASSESSMENT: Abdominal pain.

PLAN: Advised to follow up with PCP for further additional studies with specialist on board at this point as we have exhausted all resources, our abilities to rule out anything at this clinic. The patient is discharged in stable condition. Advised to follow up as needed.
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
