This face-to-face is being done and will be reported to the medical director via copy of this note. The patient currently is in his eighth benefit period. The benefit period will be reported. This is a face-to-face evaluation today.
Muhammad is an 80-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of senile degeneration of the brain. The patient has days where he is totally and completely nonverbal and sometimes he is able to speak a few words. His KPS remains at 40%. FAST is at 6E. The patient also has a history of seizure disorder, COPD, weight loss, anxiety, and sundowner syndrome. With the help of Keppra and lorazepam, his symptoms are kept under control. He is bowel and bladder incontinent. He is ADL dependent. He is eating less. His weight is going down slowly. His caretaker Victoria tells me that he has family that comes and sees him. Even though he is declining on daily basis, he appears to be doing well with the current dose of medication at this time. His sleep is interrupted of course because of his medical issues and his senile degeneration of the brain. I believe there is a decline in the patient’s PPS from 50% to 40% and now his FAST has dropped down to 6E. The patient’s vital signs were as followed today. His MAC is 30 cm. Notes indicate initial 10-pound weight loss and continuation of weight loss. Blood pressure is 128/80. Pulse 92. Respirations 18. O2 sats 96% on room air. Given the natural progression of his senile degeneration of the brain, he most likely has less than six months to live. The patient’s care was discussed with Victoria, the caretaker, today at length before leaving his residence.
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
