This is a 67-year-old woman who is currently on hospice with history of senile degeneration of the brain along with essential hypertension. The patient has lost tremendous amount of weight. Her MAC is at 26 cm. Her O2 sats at 94% room air, temperature 97.1, pulse 59, and blood pressure 102/74. I spoke to her via translator. She mainly speaks Spanish. Joy, her caretaker, tells me that she has been developing more and more symptoms of sundowner syndrome; yesterday, she actually became belligerent and physical. She is eating about 20% of her meals. She has had weight loss. She is very thin. She has issues with bowel and bladder incontinence most of time as well as help with all ADL. The patient’s cognitive dysfunction puts her at FAST score of 7A with a PPS score of 40%. MAC is at 26 cm as I mentioned. Decreased weight is related to her senile degeneration of the brain and unavoidable. The patient is only responsive to person. She has difficulty with walking. She is very thin. She is quite disabled. She gets short of breath with any type of walking. Joy is trying to give her Boost because her appetite is down to only 30% now. She is having more and more issues with anxiety and agitation as was noted by Joy, her caretaker, today. Review of nursing records indicates that the patient’s O2 sat has been stable along with her blood pressure. Because of her unsteady gait, she has a wheelchair available to her as well which she rarely uses and requires help from staff to get around because of her severe progressive debility and confusion. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months on this earth.
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
