HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 37-year-old gentleman, comes in today complaining of right lower quadrant pain.
He was in Kingwood Emergency Room on Monday with right lower quadrant pain, nausea, vomiting, and diarrhea. He had CT, lab work. They told him he might have “appendicitis”, sent him home. He comes in today with same symptoms. He has hard time walking. He is holding his lower abdomen. His urinalysis is negative. I explained to him that the best course of action at this time will be a repeat CT of his abdomen and it is done at the same location i.e. Kingwood Hospital. For this reason, he has been sent to Kingwood Hospital with notes regarding the diagnosis of possible appendicitis on Monday.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Depression.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No recent surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Zoloft 50 mg.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking, drinking. He is here with his mother today.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 241 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.7. Respiratory rate 20. Pulse 89. Blood pressure 131/78.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Right lower quadrant tenderness noted.
EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows no edema.
Urinalysis shows specific gravity 1.020, pH of 8.5, leukocytes, nitrites negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Right lower quadrant pain.
2. Diagnosis of possible appendicitis on Monday.
3. He was not hospitalized.

4. He appears pale, in mild to moderate distress.

5. Sent back to Kingwood here in Cleveland or Kingwood HCA Hospital for a repeat CT scan, blood work and reevaluation.

6. This was discussed with both the patient and mother and they understand.
