Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Knott comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He states that he used to work as a mortgage broker and doing computer work, but had to stop in 2022 because of a loss of vision. He has a history of glaucoma and diabetic retinopathy having had injections in both eyes and surgery to both eyes. He states that he has blurred vision and sensitivity to light. He claims to have difficulties reading small print and distinguishing between small objects. He uses latanoprost, atropine, dorzolamide, and brimonidine eye drops. A review of his records describes neovascular glaucoma, proliferative diabetic retinopathy, acute angle closure in the right eye, iritis, and epiretinal macular membranes in both eyes. As well, there is a description of a plaque in the vessels in the right retina. A copy of a visual field tests from Dr. Walters dated June 27, 2025 shows very poor reliability with significant fixation losses and the suggestion of a constricted field on both sides.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/40 on the right and 20/30 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of +1.00 –0.50 x 090 on the right and +0.50 –0.50 x 090 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.50 measures 20/40 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 9 on the right and 11 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows tube shunts on both sides in good position, superiorly. There are posterior chamber lens implants in good position on both sides. The media are clear. The fundus examination shows bilateral epiretinal membranes on both sides with fibrosis and sclerosis scattered throughout. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.1 on the right and 0.3 on the left. There is significant pallor to both optic nerve heads. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a Goldman-type test with a III4e stimulus with correction and with poor reliability shows a constriction of the visual field on the right side, but not so much on the left side. Clinically, the visual fields are not constricted.
Assessment:
1. Proliferative diabetic retinopathy.
2. Glaucoma.
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Mr. Knott has clinical findings that are consistent with a history of glaucoma and cataract surgery. Based upon these findings, he should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment. He can read small print, distinguish between small objects, use a computer, and avoid hazards in his environment. The constriction of the visual field on the right side is not supported clinically. There is no evidence that he has trouble avoiding hazards while he is examined and observed in the office. His prognosis is good.
