Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Phillips comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He has a history of working as a roofer, but had to stop in 2017 because of non-medical reasons. He has a history of trauma to the left eye when he was 9 years of age. He had surgery to remove the eye this past year. He wears a prosthesis on the left side and he uses lubricating drops. He has not had trauma nor surgery to the right eye. He has a history of bipolar disease and hypertension.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/40 on the right and no light perception on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –0.75 –2.25 x 105 on the right and balance on the left. The near acuity measures 20/40 on the right and no light perception on the left at 14 inches. This is with an ADD of +2.00. For the examination, the prosthesis is removed on the left side. It shows a healthy anophthalmic orbit with closed conjunctiva. The pupil on the right side is round and reactive. The muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures on the right are 21. The slit lamp examination on the right side is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination on the right side is unremarkable. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The examination on the left side is as previously explained and described. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a Humphrey kinetic test with poor reliability shows a constricted visual field on the right side and the absence of a visual field on the left side. When measured with a kinetic test although the reliability is still poor it does show over 30 degrees of horizontal field. Clinically, the field is full on the right side.
Assessment:
1. Myopic astigmatism, right side.
2. Anophthalmous, left side.
Mr. Phillips has clinical findings that are consistent with the total loss of vision on the left side only. However, he does not feel disease nor reliable evidence for loss of vision nor visual field on the right side. Based upon these findings, he should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment. He can read small print, distinguish between small objects, use a computer, and avoid hazards in his environment.
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His prognosis for the right eye is good. The prognosis for the left eye is poor.
