The patient presents with history of cough for one week with questionable wheezing, increased at night.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Has skin rash with exposure to sun, now clearing. Has history of similar problems.
SOCIAL HISTORY: School nurse.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Skin rash post exposure to sun now clearing.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Hyperpigmented lesions noted. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

The patient had chest x-ray obtained without abnormality.
DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis, history of COPD, rheumatoid arthritis, and hypertensive cardiovascular disease.
PLAN: Advised to follow up with PCP in Jacksonville where she lives next month and here if needed before then.
