A 71-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of Alzheimer dementia. The patient also has a history of senile degeneration of the brain, dementia and other diseases classified elsewhere with unspecified mood disturbance, protein-calorie malnutrition, hemiplegia, hemiparesis following a CVA, type II diabetes, essential hypertension, and personal history of urinary tract infection recurrent. The patient was seen today for a face-to-face evaluation. The patient’s face-to-face evaluation will be shared with hospice medical director. The patient was seen on 06/17/2025. The patient is currently in her ninth benefit period. Ms. Brisby lives with her daughter, Rosalyn. Rosalyn tells me that mother is getting worse every day; she is not eating as much, has behavioral issues, she does not know who she is or where she is any longer. She definitely continues to be a total care. The patient’s weight loss is demonstrated by her loose clothing, muscle wasting, and protein-calorie malnutrition. The right MAC of 25 cm. The patient’s PPS score for hospice is at 40% with FAST score of 7B. The patient has onychomycosis of both feet related to her diabetes, history of constipation, leg pain, and neuropathy. Again, no longer able to speak very much except for few words. She has had frequent falls. The patient’s family is considering possible nursing home placement. They are in the process of getting help from provider services, but since she owns her own house, her daughter tells me that has been very difficult. Paramedics have also been called to help the patient to get off the floor. The patient is total care as I mentioned, bowel and bladder incontinent. Blood pressure today is at 140/93. Pulse of 68. O2 sats 92% on room air. The patient is sitting at the table fidgeting. She has episodes of yelling and screaming at night. No longer she assists with any of her care. Overall prognosis remains poor for this woman. Given the changes in her condition and the findings today, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
