The patient was seen today for the purpose of hospice face-to-face evaluation. The patient’s face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director. The patient is currently in her tenth benefit period from 07/08/2025 to 09/05/2025.
This is a 71-year-old woman on hospice with history of Alzheimer dementia. She also has senile degeneration of the brain, dementia, hemiparesis related to her previous CVA, onychomycosis of bilateral toes, hypertension, and diabetes. The patient continues to lose weight, has decreased appetite. Blood sugars have been stable since the patient is not eating; she has a child-like appetite, eating 20 to 30% of her food. She has behavioral issues associated with yelling at nighttime. KPS/PPS is at 40%. Her FAST score is at 7B. O2 sat was at 94%. Pulse is 91. Blood pressure 110/60. The patient also requires medication for constipation. Her daughter tells me she is talking very little, not smiling and has issues at nighttime with sleep despite medication. The family does not want to try any more medication and strongly now considering nursing home placement per her daughter Rosalyn who is her primary caregiver as well. They had not been able to secure provider services for this woman. The only reason she can live at home is with the help of hospice nurse and aides and they have no complaints regarding their visits and very grateful. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
