The patient was seen today for the purpose of face-to-face evaluation. This took place at her residence at 1118 Auburn View Lane in Fresno. The patient’s care was discussed with her caregiver who tells me that the patient continues to eat less, continues to have issues with cognition of course. She is not using oxygen, but she gets short of breath when she is turned, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, muscle wasting, and protein-calorie malnutrition. Vital Sign: Blood pressure 130/45. Pulse 90. Respirations 18. O2 sats 94% on room air. The patient’s L-MAC is at 17 cm. Her PPS score is at 30%. The patient has pain medication available. She suffers from severe cachexia, muscle wasting. She eats about 20% of her meals, must be fed on regular basis. She requires repositioning and turning to prevent pressure sores. The patient also has shallow respiration, consuming 20-30% of her food with a child-like appetite; food needs to be quite cut up and pureed, the patient forgets to chew. The patient is given milkshakes, smoothies and juices, but has a hard time with a straw. Her PPS is at 30% with FAST score of 7C. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
