The patient was seen today for face-to-face evaluation. This will be reported to the hospice medical director and the patient is in his seventh benefit period, which goes from 05/23/25 to 07/21/25.
This 76-year-old gentleman is currently on hospice with history of CVA, dementia, behavioral issues, anxiety, cognitive decline, hypertensive heart disease, osteoarthritis, hyperlipidemia, and history of BPH. The patient is losing weight. His MAC is at 20 cm. He was found napping when he was awakened. He is quite confused. He is ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. He has a left-sided weakness related to his stroke. He requires pain medication around the clock. He has a PPS score of 40%. FAST score of 7A. The patient also suffers from debility unspecified weakness, anxiety, and depression which the caretaker tells me has appeared to have worsened, sleeping 8 to 12 hours a day, shortness of breath with even turning in bed with marked limitation in his activity, helping in and out of bed, high risk of fall, but most likely not able to walk by himself. Vital signs today were at O2 sat 89% on room air. He has O2 available. Respirations 22. Pulse 100. Blood pressure 160/80. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. The caretaker tells me that he has been on numerous bouts of antibiotic and he does require midodrine to help with his blood pressure and most likely related to autonomic nervous system dysfunction related to his stroke which is common in the patient’s with basilar artery stroke.
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
