The patient presents with history of nosebleed right nostril today after mother states she removed a possible questionable clot from the right naris with history of recurrent minor nosebleeds, being followed at Southeast Clinic here in Cleveland.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Minor nosebleeds with prior workup without findings.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Dried blood present to the right nostril without active bleeding. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Nosebleed, right nostril, resolved.
PLAN: Mother given nosebleed precautions for future care, to apply pressure as needed, with followup with pediatrician, with consideration of ENT evaluation.
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
