The patient is following up today with continued pain in the right knee without change. Still seeing ombudsman and is requesting to see chiropractor that she has found, asking for referral to that doctor for a second opinion and disability determination. No change in condition. She is still not able to work. Status is I believe off work at this point even though she states that she never resigned or actually quit her job. As stated before, she thought that she had been terminated by her employer, but she has never asked to be terminated as far as I know. I am just rendering primary care for this Workmen’s Comp injury. She is having some other issues with her injury and is dealing with ombudsman to help her resolve those issues. She is asked to come back in one month for continued evaluation to monitor progress. At present, no change in condition and no improvement. Still recommend followup with orthopedist for additional evaluation and any subsequent treatment that he deems advisable is rendered to this patient with Workmen’s Comp related injury to her right knee with a markedly abnormal MRI obtained by us confirming internal injuries to the knee.
Remainder of the physical exam including HEENT, neck, chest, heart, abdomen, remainder of skeletal system, neurological, and skin are all within normal limits.
The patient is to continue present status and to return to work if light duty becomes available, not available at present. We will see the patient again in one month for subsequent evaluation. The patient is to continue with Workmen’s Comp board with the aid of ombudsman.
