Dear Amanda:
This is a followup for Mr. Ross with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in March.  Right shoulder surgery done at Saginaw two months ago.  No complications.  No antiinflammatory agents.  He is hard of hearing.  Denies the use of oxygen, inhalers or CPAP machine.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of systems appears to be negative.  Stable edema.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, notice the felodipine, beta-blockers and anticoagulation with Eliquis.
Physical Examination:  Present weight higher 223, before 216.  He is tall, large and obese person.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  Stable edema 1 to 2+ bilateral.
Labs:  Chemistries September, creatinine 1.9, which is baseline and present GFR 34 stage IIIB.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB likely hypertension.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  There is no anemia.  No EPO treatment.  Potassium in the upper side we will keep an eye and metabolic acidosis.  Presently no bicarbonate replacement.  Normal nutrition and phosphorus.  Calcium elevated.  Stop sources of vitamin D, monitor.  Some symptoms of enlargement of the prostate, but nothing to suggest infection.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
