Dear Dr. Murray:
This is a followup for Mrs. Cook with underlying renal failure, small kidneys and bipolar disorder.  Last visit in March.  Comes accompanied with family member.  No hospital emergency room.  She is hard of hearing.  Denies nausea, vomiting, bowel or urinary problems.  Stable edema.  No ulcers.  No chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.  No oxygen.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the CPAP machine and vitamin D125.  Takes no blood pressure medicines.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 146 and blood pressure 115/80.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  2+ edema.  Nonfocal.  Hard of hearing.  No expressive aphasia.
Labs:  Chemistries September, creatinine 1.8 baseline, GFR 29 stage IV.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal.  Anemia 10.9.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV, not symptomatic.  No indication for dialysis.  Normal size kidneys without obstruction.  No urinary retention.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Other chemistries are stable.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No bicarbonate.  No phosphorus binders.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
